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Tornos to Demo ESCO machine and single spindle automatic at EASTEC 2005

The ESCO in action will be the “Mach 647 CNC” that combines proven coil fed economy with CNC flexibility and speed. It has a 6.35mm capacity and features a rotating toolhead offering up to 12,000 rpm and four independent cutting tools for more sophisticated parts. An adjustable guide bushing permits tight tolerance work. The Mach 647 also has a powerful straightening attachment. It is available with a coil feed stand and an automatic bar loader for efficient material handling. As with all Escomatics, the Mach 647 CNC accommodates round or profiled coil stock.

The DECO 20 at EASTEC is being demonstrated cutting a medical part made of titanium. This demo conveys thread whirling and other multi-axis functions necessary to produce complex medical components. The 20, with bar capacity up to 20mm diameter bars (25.4mm optional), is offered with up to 12 axes. The 20a provides up to 10,000 rpm spindle speeds powered by a 5.5 kW motor and is shown equipped with a Tornos integrated bar loader.
