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Tornos DECO Series Machine Turns Out Angular Dental Implants in One Setup

(Brookfield, CT – April 2004)  The DECO 13a turning center from Tornos will be in action at the MD&M East show, Jacob K. Javits Convention Center in New York, June 15-17. An angular dental implant application will be a highlight at the exhibit. The DECO 13a can completely machine one of these complex parts in a single setup for fast production and high accuracy, thanks to three key features of the machine: up to 12 independent axes of motion (10 axes standard), the ability of the TB-DECO software to program multiple axes of movement with a macro program, and several rotating tool positions.

The single spindle automatic 13a accommodates part diameters from 13mm (16mm with bar preparation), making it ideal for a variety of small medical and dental implants and bone screws.  The well-equipped, easy-access machine has 10 axes with a counter spindle and an interchangeable combination of 20 tools; 15 of which can rotate. These multiple, independent axes allow up to four tools to cut simultaneously. Users can opt for 12 axes with yet another spindle and an additional counter spindle to further enhance its performance. Like all DECO 2000 series machines, the 13a model combines the speed advantages of conventional cam-controlled machines and the flexibility of CNC machines through the use of Tornos’ patented TB-DECO software.


The company’s TB-DECO software permits fast program generation and data transfer to the machine. The latest generation boasts more automated functions, such as tool collision checking and a geometry help screen. Further, the navigation from screen to screen and function-to-function is more user- friendly.


The DECO 2000 concept, which was introduced to manufacturers in 1996, is truly revolutionary in that it offers the speed and productivity of the old cam-style Swiss type screw machines and the flexibility and precision of CNC. Many traditional screw machine shops have embraced the DECO technology and Tornos also sees the trend of general machine shops producing small complex parts realizing the productivity benefits from this technology also.
