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Tornos Multi-Axis Swiss-Type Turning/Milling Centers and Multispindles in Action at IMTS 2004

(Brookfield, CT – May 2004)  Tornos Technologies will have two single-spindle Swiss turning machines and one multispindle turning out parts at IMTS 2004, September 8 – 15 in Chicago, booth A-8140. Demonstrations will include the DECO 13a and DECO 20a; the MultiDECO 20/8b; new integrated bar feeders; Tornos’ TB-DECO Advanced programming software; and reflecting a recent collaboration between Tornos and IMCS Inc. – PartMaker® software will also be highlighted in Tornos’ exhibit.


The DECO 13a turning center will be machining an angular dental implant application. The DECO 13a can completely machine one of these complex parts in a single setup for fast production and high accuracy, thanks to three key features of the machine: up to 12 independent axes of motion (10 axes standard), the ability of the TB-DECO software to program multiple axes of movement with a macro program, and several rotating tool positions. These multiple, independent axes allow up to four tools to cut simultaneously. The DECO 20a, with bar capacity up to 20mm diameter bars (25.4mm optional), is offered with up to 12 axes. 


The newest, most versatile addition to the MultiDECO family, the MultiDECO 20/8b is configured for machining parts up to 20mm diameters.  It has eight spindles and will be shown with the MSF 522/8 integrated bar feeder.  This model can be configured as a traditional 8 spindle machine, or a two 4-spindle (2 x 4) machine.  As an 8-spindle machine, the 20/8b can produce more complex parts. Features such as cross milling and drilling, two-axis cross slides and two-axis counter spindle permits complete machining of a part. In the 2 x 4 configuration, the machine can produce two relatively simple, separate parts at the same time. Tornos has expanded its range of bar loading systems with the introduction of the SBF-216.  The SBF –216 is designed for use on the DECO 10a and 13a single spindle automatics. Like the proven SBF 532 feeder, which will also be at IMTS, the 216 reduces channel guide changeover times down to 15 minutes. With Tornos’ new quick-change system, which is essentially a series of connecting guide blocks that operate as one unit, operators simply index the guide “block” to the proper size capacity and the changeover is complete.


The company’s new TB-DECO-ADV to be launched at IMTS 2004 permits fast program generation and data transfer to the machine. This latest generation boasts more automated functions and is even more user-friendly than before.


To give customers a programming option that may be familiar to them, Tornos and IMCS, Inc. are now collaborating to provide users with PartMaker® programming software for their DECO machines. Real-time demos at IMTS 2004 will guide users through the new system.
